Play:

· Deal 10 cards to each player, in groups of 5

· Dealer leads any card.  Other player must follow suit.  If not, must follow rank.  Cards remain in front of individual players
· 2 cards = 1 move.  Player that played higher card leads 2nd move.  If cards identical, first played is higher

· Play continues until a player leads a card that opponent can’t follow (mate)

Scoring Mates:

· A = 11, 10 = 10, K = 4, Q = 3, 7 = 7, multiplied by move in which mate happened.

End of Game:

· After first game is scored, players swap cards without reshuffling.  First player shifts as well.  A second game is played.  These 2 games = 1 round.

· Deal shifts.  A second round is played, constituting a match.

· Foreplacing:
· Each player may remove a card from his hand and place down in front of him.

· If both players foreplace, the value of a mate is increased by 1 move.

· If only 1 player foreplaces, the 9th card also counts as the 10th.

· If a mate is scored in these circumstances, it is an “overmate” and scores double.
